In the past year, we have 

worked directly with educators 

in NWI to address issues of 

antisemitic bullying in school 

and partnered with ADL to 

provide valuable resources and 

training for school 

administrators, parents, and 

teens. Our Federation served 

as a central resource for 

incident response and 

reporting in our community. 

Proactively, we continue to 

build positive relationships 

outside the Jewish community 

through the work of our JCRC 

and provide meaningful Jewish 

interactions for our program 

attendees, students, and 

campers of diverse 

backgrounds. 

Securing Jewish spaces is

Our Friends of Federation (FOF) 
program had a fantastic first year 
as we merged the Adult Friendship 
Club and Prime Timers in 2024. 
Even with the great success of this 
new format, we have continued to 
explore optional changes to this 
program. Considering member 
feedback, attendance numbers, 
and how FOF can continue to 
serve our mission while meeting 
the changing needs of our comm-
unity, we are excited to share that 
additional changes will come to 
our program in 2025. Beginning in 
January, FOF will continue to offer 
a kosher dairy lunch and program 
once a month and a coordinated 

Lunch Out. On the weeks when we 
are not offering lunch, the 
Federation will host an additional 
Coffee and Connections program 
at no cost for those who wish to 
socialize and schmooze. Holiday 
meals for Passover, Rosh Hasha-
nah, Veteranôs Day, Thanks-
giving, and Hanukkah will 
continue as before, and our FOF 
Out trips to local museums, 
gardens, and plays will take place 
throughout the year. These 
changes will allow us to better 
focus our resources on providing 
quality programs and ensure we 
offer opportunities for our 
members to connect and socialize 
with their peers. The membership 
rate will remain the same: $18 for 

campaign donors and $36 for non-
campaign donors. Membership 
secures a lower price for FOF 
programs, such as $12 for memb-
ers and $20 for nonmembers to 
attend our monthly dairy lunch 
and program.
