Chocolate Ganache Tart

with Macaroon Crust

7 oz. sweetened coconut flakes or shredded coconut
9 oz. medjool dates, pitted (about 11 dates)

1 cup canned coconut milk (full fat)

8 oz. bag KFP chocolate chips

1 teaspoon vanilla

pinch of sea salt

For the crust, spread out the coconut flakes on a baking ‘
sheet and bake at 350 degrees for 10-12 minutes, stirring

every few minutes, until lightly golden. Set aside to cool.
Add the dates and toasted coconut to a food processor and
blend until a ball of dough forms and pulls away from the
sides of the bowl, or is well blended.

Line a tart pan with parchment paper, so that it hangs over
the sides of the dish. Press the dough out onto the pie dish,
spreading it out and up the sides like a pie crust.

For the ganache, pour the chocolate chips into a medium heatproof bowl and set aside. Place the coconut milk in a small
saucepan and bring to a simmer over medium heat. Pour the hot milk over the chocolate and let stand for a few minutes,
until chocolate softens. Stir the mixture until smooth and add in the vanilla and salt. Pour the ganache into the pie crust
and freeze for 2-3 hours, or until firm.

Lift the tart out of the pie dish using the parchment paper. Slice and serve.

Mock Chopped Liver

1 onion, sliced into half circles

6 hard-boiled eggs, quartered

1 cup chopped walnuts

1 tsp salt

1 1/2 tbsp sugar or 3 tbsp liquid sugar
oil or shmaltz, for frying

Sauté onion until golden. Put eggs, walnuts and onions (including the oil it was sautéed in), salt and sugar in the food
processor. Process until smooth.
