JENA Mission to Israel

Being at the Campaigners’ Mission in
Israel this past month was, simply put,
amazing. It was my first time to Israel
and I was unsure of what to expect. |
was traveling with about 60 other
laypeople and professionals from North
American Federations on a week long
mission to connect with Israel. We
were able to experience a variety of
what Israel has to offer. There were
many early mornings and late nights
taking it all in. This was the week I fell
in love with Israel and became so proud
of the work the Jewish Federation
supports.

We flew into Tel Aviv and stayed on
the Mediterranean Sea. The view was
spectacular. One of the first days we
took a delicious food tour of the
Levinsky Market. We nibbled on fresh
falafel, smoked fish, the best halva ever
and a sundry of other goodies. After
our walking lunch we visited the Taglit-

Birthright Israel Innovation Center
where we learned about the
technological advancements made by
Israelis. They have a machine that
makes water out of air for soldiers in
the desert. Israelis are very proud of the
app Waze, an app used for directions
recently bought by Google. We played
wheelchair basketball at the JDC
(Jewish Joint Distribution
Committee)’s Accessible Health Zone
that provides opportunities for people
with disabilities. That was quite
difficult, but it is even without a
wheelchair for me.

On one of the more poignant days of
the mission, we heard from three Israeli
women and their quest for successful
employment. The women, Ethiopian,
Haredi and Arab, spoke of the
challenges they face in Israeli
culture. The JDC provides a program
to allow the women to be successful in
the work force. I was surprised that
the JDC worked across the board to
help build a stronger Israel. The
women had very touching

stories. Afterwards we went to a photo
exhibit that was unforgettable,
Photography with Joy. The exhibit was
composed of photographs taken by
Holocaust survivors. They were given
cameras and photography lessons to
help each survivor tell his/her
story. 'Throughout the workshop the
participants also received mental health
support dealing with such difficult
stories. We were able to talk to the
empowered survivors as they shared
their stories and photographs. It was a
very meaningful and heavy
experience. I have copies of the work I
will be sharing with our Federation.
Being a parent to a young girl and an
educator, I was deeply touched visiting
Sderot’s Youth Futures program. This
area is five minutes from Gaza and has
a vulnerable population. We were
introduced to the community
coordinator and mentors of the
successful program. The mentors work
with children in third to sixth
grade.
