The Jewish Federation is kicking off
the 2017 Annual Campaign with a
more consolidated timeline of fundrais-
ing in an effort to make a bigger im-
pact. The Federation is encouraging
community members to make their
pledge between October 22 to Decem-
ber 31. While historically fundraising
efforts for the Annual Campaign have
extended throughout the year, this shift
aligns fundraising efforts with the Jew-
ish Federation’s philanthropy events:
Campaign Kick-off, Super Sunday and
75th Anniversary Gala. It also enables
Federation professionals and lay leaders
to reduce administrative costs of fund-
raising year round via mailings, staff
time and phone-a-thons.

The Annual Campaign Kick-off will
take place on Sunday, October 22 at
6:00 p.m. at the Jewish Federation with

David T. Brown. David T. Brown is
chair of the Israel and Overseas Council
of The Jewish Federations of North
America. David is immediate past chair
of the Human Services & Public Policy
committee, and prior was co-chair of
the Domestic Affairs Health & Long-
Term Care Workgroup. Tickets for the
Campaign Kick-off are $36 plus indi-
vidual giving to the Annual Campaign.
Super Sunday will take place on Sun-
day, November 5th. This year we have
an amazing opportunity to participate
in a special matching challenge! This
matching opportunity is made possible
by a group of generous donors who
have collectively given to the Federation
in the hope of encouraging community
members to increase their pledge and/or
to persuade new donors. Matching
funds are available for increases of $36 -

Can We Talk?

We have come to the end of a beauti-
ful summer celebrated at Federation’s
annual Back-to-School Barbecue which
was preceded by a screening of the doc-
umentary film, “There Are Jews Here.”
The movie and appearance of the film’s
editor, sponsored by the Marcus/
Nirenberg Family, gave us poignant
and sobering insights into four once
thriving American Jewish communities
and their struggle to survive amid
shrinking populations.

Although the Jewish community of
Northwest Indiana remains a strong
and vibrant, albeit smaller, community
bearing little resemblance to the com-
munities profiled in the film, this docu-
mentary could provide the impetus for
a collective assessment of our commu-
nity and institutions and an honest and
open discussion about opportunities for
future collaboration, cooperation and
consolidation.

Perhaps you already know that our
Federation has for many years refused
to endorse any political, partisan or
seemingly controversial position. We
are a small and diverse Jewish commu-
nity. We have always endeavored to be
sensitive to opposing views within our
community, carefully avoiding any ad-
vocacy that could be construed as polit-
ical or partisan. I suspect that there are
some who may find the above call for
discussion about our community’s fu-
ture as violating this rule.

But, shouldn’t we be proactive and
not reactive in imagining and planning
for our community’s future?

And, when a horrific event such as
the violence in Charlottesville occurs,
we should speak out and stand with the
Jewish community of Charlottesville,
and people of good conscience every-
where, in denouncing this evil, and

affirming our commitment to creating
an America free of all forms of hate.
Following the Charlottesville riot, the
Jewish Community Relations Council
of Indianapolis, “the public affairs and
community relations arm of the orga-
nized Jewish community,” issued the
following statement: “The Jewish com-
munity will continue to build bridges
of understanding by fostering respect,
civility and collaboration among Hoosi-
ers of all faiths, races, ethnicities, and
genders. Only by standing together,
and declaring categorically that Nazism,
white supremacy, anti-Semitism and
racism have no place in our communi-
ties, can we successfully combat the
spreading of this pernicious extremism.
We therefore call on friends and neigh-
bors to speak out directly in the face of
hate, to ensure that extremists remain at
the fringes of our society, and that big-
otry is never allowed to take hold

that the Jewish communities of the
Houston region and state of Florida
have endured from Hurricanes Harvey
and Irma, we need to express our con-
cern and support and find ways to help
individually and organizationally.
So, as we prepare to observe the High
Holy Days, I hope that we can each
commit to a strong and proactive Jew-
ish community in Northwest Indiana,
supportive of Jewish communities
around the world, speaking out to con-
front and denounce hatred and bigotry
of all kinds, and willing to engage in
honest and productive discussions as we
envision our community’s future.

Rich joins me in wishing you and
your loved ones a year filled with
health, happiness, fulfillment, mindful-

ness and peace.

Let’s say you want to donate $10,000
to the Jewish Federation of Northwest
Indiana. But, you really don’t want to
write that check. Let’s also say that
back in May 2012, just five years ago,
your daughter, or perhaps your
granddaughter, advised you to buy 100
shares of this strange company called
Facebook. Since you were not a techie
and your granddaughter had helped
you to find the send key on your
computer, you said, “what the heck.
For $3800, I'll be a big spender!”
Today, your 100 shares are worth
$17,000. If you sold them, you would
owe a capital gain tax on your $13,200
profit and it would increase your

income for tax purposes. But.... if you
donate 60 shares to the Federation, you
will owe NOT A PENNY in taxes and
you will still retain 40 shares. In
addition, you will get a CHARITABLE
TAX DEDUCTION ON YOUR
$10,200 DONATION. This is a win/
win for you and for the Federation.
Here is how you get in on this great
deal:

If you have the stock certificate in your
possession, call Federation’s bookkeeper
and she will direct you to the
Federation’s broker. You will call the
broker who will instruct you about
where to send your stock certificate.
Federation’s broker will handle the
transaction from there. You will advise
the broker of the price you want for the
sale. You will not pay a brokerage fee.

If the stock is held in “street name” (the
stock certificate is held by your broker),
you will be instructed to contact your
broker and ask him/her to transfer 60
shares to the Federation broker who
will then sell the stock consistent with
your instructions.
